If necessary, clean the fan blades and motor with a soft cloth. If it is necessary to wash the fan blades, cover
the fan motor to prevent moisture damage.

Simply remove door gasket from the frame of the
door, soak in warm water and soap for thirty (30) minutes, dry with a soft cloth and replace.
» Check door gaskets for proper seal after they are replaced.
» Periodically remove the shelves and pilasters from the unit and clean them with mild soap and warm water.
To remove the pilasters, first remove the shelves and shelf brackets. Then, simply lift the pilaster up and

out.
